With
lyricist Marcy Heisler, John wrote "Joseph s
Lullaby" especially for Michael Crawford, featured
on Crawford s album On Eagle s Wings for Atlantic
Records. He wrote music and lyrics to the theme for
the 2003 Special Olympics, "You re The Dream"
recorded by the Walt Disney Records star Myra,
and has written songs for the award winning
television show Sesame Street.

Jeremy Desmon is an award-winning writer whose
work has been produced internationally across
stage and family entertainment. He received the
Edward Kleban Prize for The Girl in the Frame. His
credits include the rock musical Pump Up the
Volume, which premiered at Los Angeles’s Hudson
Theatre in 2025, and the new musical The Last
Supper, starring Tony Award–winner Alex Newell.
With a wide range of theatrical collaborations, he
has also written Good News (Goodspeed revisal),
The Oliver Experiment, The Ladies Quick: Family Is
Murder, One Hit Wonder, and The Karaoke
Killerettes. He created two holiday musicals now
available for licensing: Best Hanukkah Show Ever
and The Santa Switch. His additional work includes
touring and theme-park productions featuring
characters from Paw Patrol, Disney, Baby Shark,
Sesame Street, Curious George, My Little Pony, and
Ringling Bros. and Barnum & Bailey.
